Implications for educators. This presentation will focus on the
cognitive and academic weaknesses inherent in students with
ADHD (even in the absence of specific learning disorders), with a
specific emphasis on the significance of inattention and working
memory.

Canberra & Queanbeyan ADD Support Group Membership
costs $25 per year, or $15.00 for concession card holders




Conference Speakers

Professor Rosemary Tannock, PhD, is a Senior Scientist in the Brain

and Behaviour Research Program of the Research Institute at The Hospital

for Sick Children in Toronto, and an Associate Professor of Psychiatry at the
University of Toronto, Canada. She completed graduate and post-graduate
training in Special education and developmental psychopathology.

Professor Tannock’s clinical research program investigates the etiology and
treatment of Attention Deficit/Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD) with a specific
focus on its cognitive manifestations and overlap with Learning Disabilities.

Her research is funded by the Canadian Institutes of Health Research,
Canadian Language and Literacy Research Network, and National Institutes
of Mental Health.

Rosemary has received several awards for her significant work in the field of
ADHD.

Professor Michael Sawyer, MBBS, PhD, Dip Child Psych., FRANZCP,
FRCPC, is Professor of Child and Adolescent Psychiatry in the Department
of Paediatrics at the Adelaide University and he is Head of both the
Research and Evaluation Unit at the Women’s and Children’s Hospital in
South Australia and the Department of Paediatrics and Associate Dean
(Women’s and Children’s Health) in the Faculty of Health Sciences at
Adelaide University. Professor Sawyer completed his undergraduate medical
education at Monash University and his post-graduate training in psychiatry
at McMaster University and the University of Toronto in Ontario, Canada.
His research has focused on the quality of life of children with chronic illness
and the epidemiology of child and adolescent mental disorders. Professor
Sawyer was the lead investigator in the Child and Adolescent Component
of the National Survey of Mental Health and Well-Being in Australia. He is
currently Chair of the Australian Rotary Health Research Fund Research
Committee and Chair of the Program Management Committee responsible
for the beyondblue Schools Research Initiative.

Mark Brandtman is the Australian Representative to the ADHD Global
Network. Mark was President of the Learning Difficulties Coalition of NSW
for two years from 2003-2004. He currently works as an Educational
Consultant, specialising in ADHD children and adults. He has three children,
all of whom have ADHD. His background includes nearly 20 years working
in both private and non-government schools as a teacher, remedial educator
and Assistant Principal.
